Jim Downey (Chapter President) welcomed everyone to the meeting and then proceeded to
request acceptance of the September 20, 2007 Minutes. A motion to accept the Minutes was
brought forth by Jim; Brenda Neary accepted them and Patsy seconded this motion. The
following Board of Directors’ Reports were presented for the meeting.

Virginia (Treasurer) provided the closing bank statement for October 31, 2007, as $5,835.61.

Seems like a repeat of the problem encountered last year where International had
to reimburse a significant amount for restitution of errors made. Brenda has advised that she is in
touch with ARMA International and will be scrutinizing the membership report, which is
provided to her on a regular basis. If necessary, she will again be looking for reimbursement for
any members that were missed on our local Chapter membership listing.

Sue Duke (Education Committee) was absent from the meeting, and Jim will contact her to see if
she will be continuing in this capacity.

Elizabeth Evans (Public Relations) advised us that we should add a notice to the Terra Nova
Times Newsletter regarding future “lunch and learns”.
